	-Uses common greetings ( Hello, My name is…).

-Begins to name concrete objects ( table, pencil).

-Expresses basic needs relevant to the immediate context ( the need to use the washroom).

-Interacts in their first language with family/friends and are beginning to interact in English at school.

-Initiates or responds in a one-to-one conversation with certain partners  (friend, teacher, another EAL student)

-Uses simple verbal language to obtain objects and to direct others (“Go there.” “Pencil?” “No understand.”)

-Uses short patterned questions to seek information (Where is the washroom?).

-Uses visual cues to respond (student points to an illustration of the sun or clouds to indicate a type of weather).

-Selects appropriate response when two choices are provided ( “Is it sunny or cloudy today?” –“Sunny.”).

-Provides one-word responses to prompts (“What colour is the sky?” –“Blue.”).

-Asks questions, using their first language, about elements of Canadian cultures experienced inside and outside the classroom

-recognizes elements of familiar cultures in the local community

-identifies elements of different cultures in the local community


	-Explains a short sequence of events.

-Recounts familiar events, stories, and key information.

-Gives a short series of instructions or ask questions of a friend ( “Borrow pencil?”).

-Speaks more frequently in complete sentences/thoughts (“I want go to zoo”.).

-Ask clarifying questions or make comments using short phrases and simple sentences.
